‘Benefits cooperation between music schools and other arts’

Ap, Netherlands
· Strong argument for coop.: involving as much people as possible by culture, new target groups
· Every child has talents, different arts
· EMU  in future may be different: collaboration with other EU-associations of art and culture
Example Finland:
-aim to build up cultureschools
- question of organisation, concepts, function of art in society, quality (handicraft, free art, professionalism)
- change means “giving away something” as an aspect of cooperation
- young people want to express themselves in all the arts; music the strongest part in cultures schools by now
Arni, Iceland:
· When do we know that a child is talented ...
· Music and other arts belong together
· If schools are changing can EMU be the same? Who decides how to think or develop?
· Local and EU-development
· What are we, what are we serving, who is defining what is the right way?
Dr. Goetze:
· Culture belongs to mankind (cave drawings to contemporary art and culture)
· We are born as synasthetics: as perceptive human beings, early development is not characterised by the different art disciplines but by a wide perception 
· Unite for more power towards politics
Timo, Presidium:
· Today EMU is able to talk about cooperation with other arts – difficult topic before
· Cooperation as a matter of trust
· It’s  EMU decision how to handle the topic step by step, concrete actions could be done
· We are much stronger if we work together , strengthening all the arts
Per, Sweden:
· Yes for cooperation
· Important to give children the possibility to see and act in all art forms
Andrea, Italy:
· Question of identity: own development and growing and cooperation to other arts associations at the same time; 
· Maybe different topic but: violation of human rights is important for culture and social living
Urvi, Estland
· Other arts could be members in music schools unions
· Important that they work together
· EMU should concentrate on music and the future of music schools
· Like European countries the arts belong together, too
Izusko,Spain
· How is the process of combining different arts in one institution in different countries?
Timo, Finland
· We have to find the right time to make the right steps of development/cooperation
We have to consider the developments and challenges in different countries, too
Augustin, Austria
· University of Vienna: example for multi-art institution
· Austria: future of musicschools when whole day school is coming; time?
· Future: cooperation with regular school, opening for other arts, becoming an art and musischool?
Poul, Denmark:
· Today: there are music-and artschools
· Question of the future: money
· Music gets money, the other art forms don’t
· How can we achieve to safe both?
Winfried, Germany:
· 200 music-and artschools, but identity is “music”
· Necessary: to develop music  education and to open music by communication
· Brigdes between the arts should be build, regional situation must be considered
Ap, The Netherlands:
· What do people want on a local level? Music, arts, a.s.o.
· Music education has a long tradition, good structure and system – could EMU be a partner for developing other art-organisations, support them?
Per, Sweden:
· Accepting the different artistic lines, but focus must be the children and their possibilities
Maria, Slovakia:
· Music schools since 1950/60
· Later establishing new departments for fine arts, dance, theatre
· Today: schools with different art departments
· In the towns: feel responsible for cultural life and arts education
· There exists an association of music teachers, who are working in art schools
· No association of art teachers in art schools
Leif, Finland
· New EMU was established on 20th may, today t alking about the same things 
· In Finland: no tradition of music-and other artsschools, every art discipline has its own organisation
· Local example: music school added drama and other arts; question: who is competent to establish and offer these arts? Finding the right people is important, maybe cooperation with other professional art organisations to offer in your own institution;
· EMU: coming together by projects step by step
Timo, Finland
· What are the fears of coming together and what could be an answer?
Andrea, Italy:
· Greatest musicschool is an art school in Milan
Dr. Goetze:
Collect the pros and cons to discuss
Mechthild, Art4All:
· Important to keep the communication, to know each other and respect the way of approach arts 
· Have to change our thinking: if we combine arts we need more money, not less. We have good arguments for that. That means more quality, not less.
Sigrun, Iceland:
· Policy documents put all art forms together
· The same in schools
· To give students a wide choice of offers and arts
· Creative education needs more attention in general
· EMU: should participate in this discussion
· Want to influence changes and be part of it
· We need to accept the general approach and catch the opportunity to be a part of it
Leif, Finland:
· Good to offer pupils all arts because they want it
Harry, Norway:
· Cultureschools movement since 15 years
· Don’t be afraid – of music or of other arts
· Discussion and time for it is important
· EMU should be a meeting point for this discussion
